The City of Portage Planning Commission meeting of August 16, 2012 was called to order by Chairman
Cheesebro at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers of Portage City Hall, 7900 South Westnedge Avenue. No
citizens were in attendance.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Chairman Cheesebro led the Commission in the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Chairman Cheesebro referred the Commission to the August 2, 2012 meeting minutes contained in the
agenda packet and indicated he would abstain from voting since he was not present at this meeting. A motion
was offered by Commissioner Welch, seconded by Commissioner Patterson, to approve the minutes as
submitted. The motion was approved 5-0-1.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Oshtemo Township Master Plan Amendment 2012-1. Mr. West summarized the staff report dated
August 10, 2012 regarding several proposed amendments to the Oshtemo Township Master Plan. Pursuant to
the Michigan Planning Act, Mr. West indicated that all contiguous communities and other required agencies
are being invited to review and comment on the Plan amendments. Mr. West stated the Plan amendments had
previously been given to the Commission prior to the August 2, 2012 meeting and comments were now needed
for conveyance to Oshtemo Township. Mr. West indicated the Commission reviewed the entire Oshtemo

Commissioner Stoffer asked is a similar celebration was planned with the City’s 25" Anniversary? Mr. West
indicated he would check and provide an answer at the next meeting. Commissioner Stoffer suggested an
activity or event that would place emphasis on the City Centre Area. Commissioner Dargitz suggested a
possible landmark to commemorate the event.

SUBJECT: Special Land Use Permit: Group Child Care Home, 2528 Vanderbilt Avenue

L INTRODUCTION:

An application has been submitted by Ms. Cristin VanderMolen and Ms. Carolyn Roseboom requesting
approval to establish a group child care home for up to 12 children at 2528 Vanderbilt Avenue. By way of
background information, in 2005 the Planning Commission approved a special land use permit that allowed
Ms. VanderMolen to establish a group child care home from her residence located at 2608 Vanderbilt
Avenue. In 2007, Ms. VanderMolen relocated and expanded her business and began operating a
commercial child day care center (Cristin’s Creative Corner) at 9416 Shaver Road. Ms. VanderMolen now
wishes to downsize her business and operate a group child care home from her mother’s (Ms. Roseboom)
residence located at 2528 Vanderbilt Avenue. Ms. VanderMolen and Ms. Roseboom will be partners in the
business and jointly operate the group child care home.

I BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

Existing Land Use/Zoning e The 10.38 acre parcel is zoned R-1C, one-family residential and occupied
by a 1,300 square foot home with an attached two-car garage and a 1,050
square foot detached accessory building.

e Single-family residences zoned R-1C border the site to the east, west and
south, while the Gourdneck State Game Area zoned R-1C and the Oakland
Hills Condominiums zoned PD, planned development border the site to the
north.

Comprehensive Plan e The Future Land Use Map of the Comprehensive Plan identifies the
subject site and surrounding properties to the east, west and south as
appropriate for low density residential land use. Adjacent properties to the
north are designated for medium density residential and state game area.

Environmental/Historic District [ ¢ Portage Creek and associated wetland/floodplain areas are present along
' the northern portion of the subject parcel. The site is not located within a
historic district and no historic structures are present on-site.

Land Development Regulations | ¢  The application is submitted pursuant to Section 42-182(I), Special Land
Uses in the R-1A, One-Family Residential District. Subject to review and
approval by the Planning Commission, this section permits “Group child
care homes” subject to conditions; and

e Section 42-462, General Standards for Review of Special Land Uses.

II1. ANALYSIS:

Michigan statute (PA 110 of 2006, Zoning Enabling Act and PA 116 of 1973, Child Care Organizations)
permits family and group child care homes in residential zoning districts including the R-1C zone. The
application fulfills the conditions set forth in the Zoning Code for issuance of a special land use permit.
The group child care home will not be situated within 500 feet (measured from nearest property line) and
1,500 feet (measured as a traveled distance along public streets) from another licensed group child care
home, adult foster care home or other similar use.

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The single-family dwelling is located more than 600-feet north of Vanderbilt Avenue. North of the
dwelling the property is heavily wooded and includes a pond and Portage Creek. Ms. VanderMolen has
indicated the pond will be enclosed by a 4-foot tall fence for safety purposes. The primary outdoor play
area for the children will be located in an open clearing located along the south side of the house (front
yard). Ms. VanderMolen is not proposing to fence this outdoor play area given the characteristics of the
property and adjacent properties (large, unplatted parcels, heavily wooded). The outdoor play area will
only be visible from the adjacent residence located at 2550 Vanderbilt Avenue (approximately 200-feet
away) and possibly from the rear yard of the adjacent residence located at 2508 Vanderbilt Avenue
(approximately 300-feet away). Ms. VanderMolen has contacted these adjacent property owners to discuss
the proposed group child care home and plans for the outdoor play area and a letter of support have been
provided from the owners of 2550 Vanderbilt Avenue (see attached).

The site has a 600-foot long driveway from Vanderbilt Avenue with a circle turnaround that provides
adequate drop-off, pick-up and parking for the site. Finally, the group child care home will be maintained
in a manner that is compatible and consistent with the surrounding neighborhood.

In addition to the special land use permit requirements, the application is also subject to the General
Standards of Review contained in Section 42-462 of the Zoning Code. A listing of the General Standards
of Review, along with a brief analysis, is presented below:

e Promote the intent and purpose of this article. Article 4, Zoning, promotes the public health, safety,
comfort, convenience and general welfare through orderly development. A group child care home promotes
this article by providing a valuable service for working parents who desire quality child care in a residential
setting,

e Be compatible with adjacent uses of land and the natural environment. The care of children in a residential
setting is compatible with adjacent uses and the natural environment since children are associated with most
every residential neighborhood. Recognizing that higher concentrations of children beyond those normally
associated with a single-family residential home may impact adjacent homeowners, reasonable conditions
such as screening can be required as part of the special land use approval process.

e Not unduly affect the capacities of public services or facilities. No impact anticipated.

e Be consistent with the public health, safety and welfare. Operation of a licensed group child care home
from a single-family residence located in the neighborhood would not be inconsistent with the public health,
safety and welfare.

e Be harmonious with and in accordance with the general objectives or with any specific objective of the
Comprehensive Plan. A group child care home would promote Goal 2, Housing - Objective 2.6, and
address housing and services for special groups such as families in need of child day care.

« Be planned and designed to ensure that the nature and intensity of the principal use and all accessory uses,
and the site layout and its relation to the streets giving access to it, shall not be hazardous or otherwise
detrimental to the area or unduly conflict with normal traffic to and from the use. The operation of a group
child care home from this location will not be detrimental to the area or unduly conflict with normal traffic.
The family child care home, which is permitted by right in residential districts, generates approximately 24
vehicle trip ends (12 trip ends in/12 trip ends out) during an average weekday. Comparatively, the proposed
group child care home would add 24 more vehicle trip ends for a total of 48 vehicle trips (24 trip ends in/24
trip ends out) on an average weekday. A single family residence typically generates between 8-12 vehicles
trip ends during an average weekday. The additional traffic resulting from a change to a group child care
home will not have a substantial impact on traffic flow and safety within the surrounding neighborhood
since the vehicles do not typically arrive and depart at the same time.
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In accordance with statutory requirements, residents/property owners within 300 feet of this property have
been notified in writing of the application and Planning Commission meeting. A notice was also published

in the local newspaper.

IV. RECOMMENDATION:

Based upon the above analysis and subject to any additional information brought before the Planning
Commission during the public hearing, staff recommends that the Special Land Use Permit for Ms. Cristin
VanderMolen and Ms. Carolyn Roseboom (group child care home), 2528 Vanderbilt Avenue, be approved.

L. INTRODUCTION:

An application has been submitted by Mike and Ruth Stoddard requesting a Special Land Use Permit
to establish a micro-brewery/restaurant at 7842 and 7908 (portion thereof) Portage Road. The
applicant has a purchase agreement pending with the current owner of 7842 Portage Road and a license
agreement pending with Consumers Energy Company to construct parking on a portion of 7908
Portage Road. Asthe Commission may recall, a zoning change was recently approved by City Council
to facilitate the Portage Brewing Company project (Rezoning Application #11-05, 7812, 7840, 7842
and 7908 Portage Road). The approximate 2.6 acre zoning lot is zoned B-3, general business (7842
Portage Road) and P-1, vehicular parking (7908 Portage Road).

According to the applicant, the existing residential structure and adjacent detached accessory building
will be demolished and a new 9,648 square foot micro-brewery/restaurant building and associated site
improvements will be constructed on the zoning lot. The existing approximate 2,500 square foot steel
building located along the northwest portion of the zoning lot will be retained and utilized for storage.

IL. BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

The following background information is provided for Commission consideration:

Existing Land e Site: 7842 Portage Road is improved with a two-story residential dwelling and

Use/Zoning two detached accessory buildings zoned B-3, general business, while 7908
Portage Road is improved with Consumers Energy Company transmission
towers/wires zoned P-1, vehicular parking.

e To the north, a 4,200 square foot commercial building and associated site
improvements (Precision Windows) zoned B-3.

e Across Portage Road (east), vacant land owned by Pfizer and zoned B-1, local
business and 1-2, heavy industry.

e To the west, property owned and occupied by Consumers Energy Company
transmission towers/lines zoned I-1, light industry. Further to the west, are
several single-family residences located along Engle Court, a private street.

e To the south, PNC Bank zoned OS-1, office service.

Comprehensive Plan e Future Land Use Map component of the Comprehensive Plan identifies 7842

Portage Road and adjacent properties to the north as appropriate for general

business use, while 7908 Portage Road and adjacent property to the west

(Consumers Energy Company) is designated for park/recreation land use.

Properties located along the east side of Portage Road are designated for general

business and general industrial land use.

Access e Existing full service driveway to Portage Road, which is also shared by the
adjacent property to the north (Precision Windows)

e Portage Road is designated as a 4-5 lane major arterial with approximately 16,242
vehicles per day (2008); capacity of 32,500 vehicles per day (level of service
“D”).

Environmental Issues e Review of the Sensitive Land Use Inventory Map does not identify any
environmentally sensitive areas (100-year floodplain, wetlands) at the subject site.
Historic District/ e The subject site is not located within a historic district and does not contain any
Structure historic structures.
Land Development o The application has been submitted under Section 42-262.C.8, Special Land Use
Regulations in the B-3 zoning district: “Micro-breweries and brew-pubs” subject to
conditions.
e Section 42-462, General Standards for Review of Special Land Uses, sets forth
additional criteria for evaluating a special land use and allows conditions to be
established.

III.  ANALYSIS:

The proposal to establish the micro-brewery/restaurant at the subject site fulfills the requirements for
issuance of a Special Land Use Permit. As indicated in the August 29, 2012 letter from Mr. Joe
Stoddard, the Portage Brewing Company will not exceed 20,000 barrels per year in brewery
production and no outdoor storage of materials, equipment, etc. will occur at the site. The Portage
Brewing Company will also include a restaurant having a minimum seating occupancy of 100 persons
providing full lunch and dinner service. An off-street loading area will be provided in the rear yard of
the site, along the northwest side of the proposed building. Finally, and to address the concerns
expressed by an adjacent resident to the west during the rezoning process, the applicant is proposing
screening along the west property line consisting of a combination of an earthen berm and landscaping.

While a preliminary site plan has been included with the special land use permit, finalization of site
specific details including screening, access, parking, storm water, landscaping and outdoor lighting is
still pending. Additionally, the applicant is also designing the site to ensure the minimum number of
parking spaces required by ordinance can be accommodated on the 7842 Portage Road parcel in the
event the license agreement for parking on the Consumers Energy Company property is terminated in
the future. It is anticipated the site plan for the project will be finalized and ready for Planning
Commission review/approval during the September 20, 2012 meeting.

Per statutory requirements, residents/property owners within 300 feet of the zoning lot have been
notified in writing of the special land use permit application and Planning Commission meeting. A
notice was also placed in the local newspaper.

IV. RECOMMENDATION:

Based on the above analysis and subject to any additional information brought before the Planning
Commission during the public hearing, staff recommends the Special Land Use Permit for Portage
Brewing Company, 7842 and 7908 (portion thereof) Portage Road, be approved subject to a fully
executed license agreement for parking being finalized with Consumers Energy Company and
Planning Commission review/approval of the site plan.

I INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND:

An application has been submitted by FEMA Corporation requesting a height modification to
construct a building addition along the west side of the existing manufacturing facility located at 1716
Vanderbilt Avenue. The building addition is approximately 39,000 square feet with a proposed height
of 26-feet (midpoint between eave and peak). The approximate 16.8 acre zoning lot, which includes
parcels addressed as 1716, 1720, 1728 and 1828 Vanderbilt Avenue, is zoned I-1, light industry.

In February 2008, the Planning Commission approved a height modification and site plan for an
approximate 33,000 square foot, 26-foot tall (mid point between eave and peak) manufacturing
building addition at the FEMA facility. As part of the 2008 review, the Planning Commission also
approved a height modification for an existing 15,000 square foot, 26-foot tall (mid point between
eave and peak) manufacturing building that was constructed in 2004.

II. ZONING CODE REQUIREMENTS:

Section 42-350(B)(6) of the Land Development Regulations establishes a building height standard of
25-feet and one-story when the zoning lot abuts a single family residential zoning district, which can
be increased to 40-feet with Planning Commission approval. Increases in height beyond 40-feet must
be approved by the Planning Commission and City Council. In granting building height
modifications, the Commission/Council “...shall require that all yards shall be at least equal in their
depth to the height of the structure.” Furthermore, the Commission/Council must determine that the
“...topography, natural features or other land use characteristics, including the distance of the
proposed structure from other uses, adequately mitigate adverse impacts on any adjoining or
surrounding uses.”

III. ANALYSIS:

The zoning lot is bordered to the north, west and northwest by several single family residences on
unplatted parcels zoned R-1C, one family residential. Non-conforming single family residences
located at 1628 and 1818 Vanderbilt Avenue and 9126 Shaver Road, zoned I-1, light industry, also
border the site to the east and west. Several industrial facilities also zoned I-1, light industry, border
the zoning lot to the south, across Vanderbilt Avenue.

As identified in the August 6, 2012 correspondence (see attached), the applicant requests to maintain
the same 26-foot building height for the proposed 39,000 square foot addition along the west side of
this existing manufacturing facility for “...aesthetic, cost and structural perspective”.

The proposed building addition will be setback approximately 110 feet from the western property line
and over 450 feet from the northern property line, where abutting R-1C, one family residential zoning.

Furthermore, the addition will be situated in excess of 250 feet from the nearest conforming single
family residential dwelling located at 1920 Vanderbilt Avenue. Additional single family residences
located to the west and north are situated between 300-800 feet from the proposed building addition.
Natural topography on adjacent properties and proposed grading associated with the expansion project
will result in the buildings being situated approximately 4-8 feet lower in elevation than adjacent
single family residentially zoned properties to the west. In order to further mitigate potential impacts
of the development on adjacent single family residentially zoned properties, previously approved
conflicting land use screening (natural tree/vegetation retention, berming and supplemental evergreen
tree plantings) will be retained along the west and north sides of the FEMA zoning lot.

Per statutory requirements, residents/property owners within 300 feet of the zoning lot have been
notified in writing of the special land use permit application and Planning Commission meeting. A
notice was also placed in the local newspaper.

IV. RECOMMENDATION:

Subject to any public comment received and based on the above information provided by the applicant
and foregoing analysis, the Planning Commission is advised to approve the Height Modification for
FEMA Corporation, 1716 Vanderbilt Avenue, to construct the proposed building addition to a height
of 26-feet. The location, setback distances, topographic differences and conflicting land use screening
for the interconnected facility will mitigate potential impacts on adjacent single family residentially
zoned properties to the west and north consistent with Section 42-350(B)(6).

As you may be aware, FEMA Corporation is in the process of expanding its facility at its Vanderbilt Road
location. As part of the site plan review process, it has come to light that the building plans exceed the building
height and screening use requirements of an adjacent property adopted by the City in 2004. As we have come to
the Commission with our expansions in both 2004 and 2008, we come to you currently to request approval to
exceed the twenty-five foot limit by an additional one foot in order to match the existing structures. Current plans
are o expand on existing buildings, which is desirable from an esthetic, cost and structural perspective matching
the existing building height.

As part of our long-range site plan shared back in 2008, FEMA Corporation is planning to construct another
building on the existing site with the potential for future expansions to the north at some point in the future. This
expansion would exceed the aforementioned height limitation. However, there are several mitigating factors that
the company believes would allow the original intent of the height limitation to be met. First, the finished floor
clevation s four feet below surrounding properties revealing an average eave height of twenty-two feet. Second.
the proposed building is approximately one hundred ten feet from the west residential boundary along with the four
foot elevation difference. The existing mature trees along the west boundary would be retained to provide an
cllective sereen. Finally, the distance to the north residential boundary would maintain a two hundred twenty-five
foot set back along with the four foot elevation difference. As requested by adjacent property owners, a minimum
six-foot high berm with plantings was installed along the west boundary. Considering all of these factors, FEMA
Corporation requests approval by the Commission to exceed the height limitation by one-foot for this additional
structure.

FEMA Corporation appreciates your time and attention to this matter, and is eager to supply any additional
materials the Commission may require

I. INTRODUCTION:

A site plan has been submitted by FEMA Corporation to construct an approximate 39,000 square foot
building addition and associated site improvements along the west side of the existing manufacturing
facility. The 16.8 acre zoning lot, which includes parcels addressed as 1716, 1720, 1728 and 1828
Vanderbilt Avenue, is zoned I-1, light industry.

Access to the facility is provided through two existing full service driveways from Vanderbilt Avenue.
Additionally, the existing driveway which serves Central Elevator (1824 Vanderbilt Avenue) is also
shared with FEMA. Storm water from the proposed building addition and parking area will be collected
and conveyed to an existing treatment system situated along the northeast portion of the zoning lot that
was constructed with the 2008 expansion project.

Since the site is bordered by single family residential zoning/land use, conflicting land use screening is
required. Screening along the east and northeast portions of the zoning lot, which includes a decorative
vinyl screening fence and retention of mature trees and natural vegetation, was reviewed and approved by
the Planning Commission with the 2004 expansion project. In 2008, the Zoning Board of Appeals
granted FEMA a variance to construct a six-foot tall landscaped berm and transplanted spruce trees on
the adjacent nonconforming single family residential property addressed as 1818 Vanderbilt Avenue. A
six-foot tall decorative vinyl fence was also installed along the north and east shared property line with
1818 Vanderbilt Avenue. As part of the 2008 expansion project, the Planning Commission approved a
landscaped berm (ranging from 6-15 feet tall) along the north and northeast portions of the zoning lot and
retention of mature trees/natural vegetation and supplemental evergreen tree plantings along the western
approximate 30-feet of the site. These previously approved conflicting land use screening across the site
will be retained with the proposed 39,000 square foot expansion project.

II. RECOMMENDATION

The site plan has been reviewed by the City Administrative departments. Staff recommends the site plan
for FEMA Corporation (addition), 1716 Vanderbilt Avenue, be approved.

CONSOLIDATED DISPATCH BUSINESS PLAN DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT:

At the request of Mayor Pro Tem Reid, Deputy City Manager Brian Bowling provided a brief history
and an overview of the process involved thus far for Portage participation in the intergovernmental
effort to establish a consolidation of 9-1-1 Emergency Dispatch services in Kalamazoo County. He
began with the support by City Council for the issuance of a Request for Proposal in December 2011 for
the development of a business plan for a dispatch authority. The RFP has been developed, proposals
have been received and evaluated and a recommendation from the evaluation committee that L.R.
Kimball of State College, Pennsylvania, be awarded a professional services contract for the development
of the business plan and was approved by the Kalamazoo County Board of Commissioners in the
amount of $150,000 on July 17, 2012. He mentioned that as part of the proposal and contract
agreement, each of the potential five Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs) agreed to a cost-sharing
agreement among the prospective authority participants that distributes the costs based upon the 2010
Census population figures with the City of Portage share at 18.49 %, or $27,735. He indicated that
through the development of the Business Plan, the consultant will be analyzing current operations of all
of the 9-1-1 Emergency Dispatch Centers and developing a technology and a staffing plan for a
consolidated dispatch operation; and, will be doing this through two fiscal scenarios: a $0.42 charge on
phones in the county and an allocation of $3.00 per phone in the county. He also indicated that the
consultants will be developing the plan under four different consolidation alternatives which will
involve combinations of the various agencies, and presenting a potential 9-1-1 consolidated dispatch
operation which means City Council is being asked to approve the development of the business plan and
the cost-sharing element of the plan in the amount of $27,735. Discussion followed.

Motion by Reid, seconded by Campbell, to approve the intergovernmental Agreement for the
Development of a Comprehensive Business Plan for the Consolidation of 9-1-1 Emergency Dispatch
Centers and authorize the City Manager to execute all documents related to this agreement on behalf of
the city. Discussion followed. Upon a roll call vote, motion carried 5 to O.

COMMUNICATION:

CITY 50™ ANNIVERSARY: At the request of Mayor Strazdas, motion by Campbell,
seconded by Reid, to direct the City Manager to solicit ideas from Advisory Boards and Commissions
and Portage residents for the celebration of the City of Portage 50" Anniversary. Upon a voice vote,
motion carried 5 to 0.

AD HOC COMMITTEE REPORT:

FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT (FOIA) REQUEST COMMITTEE:
Councilmember Campbell indicated that the FOIA Request Committee met for an information gathering
session and deferred to Councilmember Pearson, who summarized the discussion at the July 18, 2012
FOIA Request Committee Meeting. He said that at the City Council Retreat concern was expressed that
the City of Portage asks for too many FOIA’s; that City Clerk Jim Hudson provided the FOIA Fee
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Structure, the FOIA Policy and a quantitative report of FOIA’s processed by the Public Safety
Department with which the Committee had no problems. After a general discussion of FOIA’s, the

Committee discussed the possibility of relaxing FOIA requirements for business development because
some businesses have the opinion that the City of Portage requires too many and that some are
unnecessary, so staff will compare current Portage policy with that of other jurisdictions and report back
to the Committee if there needs to be any change recommendations.

With regard to the task of reviewing City Council requests for information, Mr. Pearson
indicated there is general agreement on the Committee that if there is a reasonable request from any
individual Councilmember on a subject that is outside a Committee, the request would be granted and
staff would devote some time to studying that issue with the reason being that sometimes City
Councilmembers want to do a pre-study of a topic he or she may want to bring up at the City Council
Retreat so that a Committee can be established and have some information for a basis; also, any requests
of the City Council as a whole would, of course, always be granted. He also mentioned that there were a
couple of individual FOIA requests that City Council wanted investigated further, so staff will review
and report back to the Committee with an analysis of whether to require a FOIA for these type events in
the future or not.

Finally, he indicated that these action items and the FOIA Policy will be reviewed at the next meeting.

City Attorney Brown indicated that this report is an interim report and should be received by
City Council. Discussion followed. Motion by Reid, seconded by Pearson, to receive the verbal report
of the Freedom of Information Act Request Committee. Upon a voice vote, motion carried 5 to 0.

* FALL LEAF PICKUP PROGRAM —~ RENTAL EQUIPMENT: Motion by Pearson,
seconded by Reid, to approve a three-year contract with Premier Truck Sales and Rental, Incorporated,
to provide eight compactor trucks to be utilized for the Fall Leaf Pickup Program in the amount not to
exceed $66,000 per year for Fiscal Years 2012-2013, 2013-2014 and 2014-2015 with an option for
three, one-year renewals; approve a three-year contract to Carleton Equipment Company, Incorporated,
to provide four specially equipped front-end loaders to be utilized in the Fall Leaf Pickup Program in the
amount of $20,000 per year for Fiscal Years 2012-2013, 2013-2014 and 2014-2015 with an option for
three, one-year renewals; and authorize the City Manager to execute all documents related to these
contracts and subsequent renewals on behalf of the city. Upon a roll call vote, motion carried 5 to 0.

* 2012 STORM WATER BASIN REHABILITATION PROGRAM: Motion by Pearson,
seconded by Reid, to award a contract to the low bidder, Quantum Construction, for the 2012 Storm
Water Basin Rehabilitation Program in the not to exceed amount of $51,517.90 and authorize the City
Manager to execute all documents related to this contract on behalf of the city. Upon a roll call vote,
motion carried 5 to 0.

* DOCUMENT MICROFILMING, IMAGING AND DESTRUCTION: Motion by Pearson,
seconded by Reid, to approve a contract with Automatic Microfilm Company, of Michigan Center,
Michigan, for document microfilming, imaging and destruction in the amount of $19,950 for a one-year
period with the option of two annual extensions and authorize the City Manager to execute all
documents related to this action on behalf of the city. Upon a roll call vote, motion carried 5 to 0.

OTHER CITY MATTERS:

STATEMENTS OF CITY COUNCIL: Councilmember Randall reminded viewers that the
United States Tennis Association Boys 18 and 16 National Championships will take place from Friday,
August 3 through Sunday, August 12, 2012, hosted at Western Michigan University and Kalamazoo
College, and is the 70" year of doing this in the community.

Mayor Pro Tem Reid announced that, as part of her role as Vice Chairman of the Public Media
Network (PMN) Board, she would be attending the National American Cable Manufactures Conference
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on July 31, August 1 and August 2, 2012, where she will be able to review a large section devoted to
government applications and get ideas of how other cities and states address using Cable Access as a
tool to get information out to the public.

Mayor Strazdas mentioned that he had been out of town and expressed his appreciation for
Portage upon his return and contrasted the condition of Portage with the fires in Colorado, the
bankrupted cities in California and the Federal Government take-over of the New Orleans Police
Department. He praised the good work and diligence of the Administration and the City Council.
